Keep All Our Children Safe – Important Safety Information 

We do not have a separate pedestrian walkway and although we do restrict the movement of vehicles 

during the school day this cannot be guaranteed.   Please note that it is the responsibility of parents to 

ensure that their children are closely supervised when using the school drive and crossing the car 

parking area, to prevent accidents from occurring.  This will also ensure that you are with your child 

before they exit the school gates next to the busy main road.  

For your child’s safety and the safety of others please could you ensure that if your child comes to 

school on a scooter, bike etc, that they do not ride it on school premises, including the school drive. 

Please do not let your children play on the play equipment on the school field when the grass is damp or 

wet, as it can become slippery.  In dry conditions, if you wish your child to play on the equipment then 

this should be done only with close adult supervision. 

The Trap Inn car park is available for parents to park in for dropping off and collecting children by car.  

If you do park outside the school gates, please park safely and also with respect for local residents’ 

driveway access and footpath users.  Please do not pull up on the yellow zigzag area at any time, even for 

a brief moment such as to let people out of your vehicle.   

We have children in school who are allergic to peanuts.  Please do not send items into school that contain 

or may contain traces of peanuts or peanut oil. 

The gate to the main school yard will be locked in the mornings at 9.05am and re-opened at 2.55pm.  If 

your child is late to school then they must be accompanied by an adult to the school office to be signed 

in.  If you arrive at school after 2.55pm and the gate is still locked, then please let the office know and 

a member of staff will sort it.
